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Charlotte ja Peter Fiellin teospari
1000 lights, 1879 to 1959 ja 1000
lights, 1960 to present (Taschen,
2005, 576 + 576 s.) on runsaaseen
kuvitukseen perustuva, jarkalemai-
nen johdatus sahkévalaisinten muo-
toilun historiaan. Valaisinten valinnat
vaikuttavat paikoin sattumanvarai-
silta, ja laajaan kokonaisuuteen on
vélilla paassyt vahaisemmillakin ansi-
oilla. Silti molempia tecksia silméilee
mielelldan, silld muotien vaihtelut
piirtyvat niissa havainnollisesti esiin.
Samalla voi nahda sahkovalon his-
torian lyhyyden, silla jugend-tyy-
liset valaisimet olivat ensimmaisia
laajempaan kayttoon paatyneitd.
1960-luvun iloisista vareistd kertoo
kuvassa oleva Joe Colombon suun-
nittelema kovamuovinen pdytavalai-
sin. Teoksissa on valaisimia kahdek-
salta suomalaiselta suunnittelijalta,
mutta varmasti joku Juha Leiviskan-
kin valaisimista olisi ansainnut paik-
kansa tassa kuvailottelussa. JM

Charlotte and Peter Fiell's compa-
nion books 1000 Lights, 1879 to
1959 and 1000 Lights, 1960 to Pre-
sent (Taschen, 2005, 576 + 576 pages)
are a huge monolithic introduction
to the history of the design of elec-
tric lighting, based on an abundant
use of illustrations. Sometimes the
choice of lamps seems arbitrary,
and some items of lesser merit have
occasionally made the extensive
selection. Nevertheless, one happily
leafs through the books because the
changes in trends are very clearly
evident. At the same time, the short
history of electric lighting becomes
evident when one thinks that Art
Nouveau-style lamps were the first
to come into more widespread use.
The hard plastic table lamp designed
Joe Colombo, shown in the photo-
graph, tells about the joyful colours
of the 1960s. The books contain
lamps by eight Finnish designers,
but surely also one of Juha Leiviskd’s
lamps would have deserved its place
in the picture cavalcade.
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
