In less than a decade and a half, the
Bauhaus school in Germany managed to
establish some of the most revolution-
ary teachings in fine art, craftsmanship,
and engineering. Founded in Weimar in
1919, and originally headed by Walter
Gropius, the Bauhaus fostered some of
the art and architecture world’s most
influential minds until the Nazi govern-
ment shut it down in 1933.
