There is a wide variety of subject, from blondes to redheads, hairy to trimmed,
innies to outies, meaning you get the whole package. It's a great (although
X-rated) conversation starter, and it can appeal to historians, vagina connoisseurs,
and anyone that really, really likes vagina. Pick it out, open it up, and enjoy it
thoroughly.
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
